
Is it Fair? 
Is it True?

Using puppets, pictures, books, or quick scenarios, 
prompt children to explore and discuss issues of 
fairness, kindness, and truth related to gender, 

race, ethnicity, language, culture, or ability. 

Prompt children to discuss how they can defend 
themselves or others in these situations.

For example:
♦ “This puppet said that blue eyes are better 

than brown.  Is that true… fair… kind?”

♦ “I heard someone say that boys can’t be 
nurses.  Is that true?  Have you ever been told 
you couldn’t do something because you are a 
girl or boy?”

♦ “A person in the supermarket said that if you 
live here in America, you should speak 
English.  Is that true… fair… kind?”

♦ “This puppet says that you have to be tall to 
be a good basketball player.  Is that true… 
fair…?  What if you are not tall?”
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
